"16S0 it came about on the third day, when
it was morning, that there were thunder
and lightning flashes and a thick cloud
upon the mountain and a very loud
trumpet sound, so that all the people who
were in the camp trembled. 1’And Moses
brought the people out of the camp to
meet God, and they stood at the foot of
the mountain.

Message: Through Jesus, God has
provided a way for us to satisfy His
righteous wrath and enter into
relationship with Him.

Mt. Zion

atmosphere at Mount Zion is festive. The
frightening visual imagery of blazing fire,
darkness, and gloom fades before the
reality of the city of the living God,
heavenly Jerusalem.




Mt. Zion

“The cacophony of whirlwind, trumpet
blast, and a sound of words is muted and
replaced by the joyful praise of angels in a
festal gathering. The trembling
congregation of Israel, gathered solemnly
at the base of the mountain, is superseded
by the assembly of those whose names
are permanently inscribed in the heavenly
archives.
